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INTRODUCTION
The introduction should contain a brief review of relevant literature, a brief synopsis of the experimental design, and motivation, the hypothesis of the work, or a question that the work seeks to answer. 

Paragraphs should have a space between them. There should be no indentation for new paragraphs. The text should be full width justified. The text should be organized as two columns, like it is currently.

METHODS
The Methods section should contain the materials used, the material preparation, instrumentation, a description of methods, and any other key information for another researcher to replicate your work. 
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Figure 1:  Short but detailed title of the figure. You should use additional sentences to explain the figure in your caption. Figures include schematics, images, charts, and graphs. If there are multiple images, you may explain images using the convention (a) as the uppermost, left most figure, and (b) proceeding left to right and (c) top to bottom. If there are two or figures, you can also discuss (left) and (right) or (top), (middle), and (bottom).
RESULTS 
The results section should only report the finding of testing and observations noticed during testing. Most figures are likely to be contained in the results section, although they should be moved in order to maximize space.

You may also discuss possible sources of error or future work that you would like to examine next.

CONCLUSION

In the conclusion, briefly restate the objectives from the introduction and achievements of the work. This should be concise.
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In this class it will be good to learn the various citation styles. Sometimes page limits require concise yet complete citations. Other times, a reviewer may require fuller citations. 
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
